Bylaws Review Committee

The Check Clearing Act for the 21st Cen-
tury Act goes into effect Oct. 28 and will 
encourage the banking industry's use of 
image technology. If you ask for a can-
celed check for proof of payment, you'll 
likely receive an IRD (Image Replace-
ment Document) instead. 
This fall, Californians will start paying $6 
to $10 more for every monitor, flat panel, 
laptop and TV sold in the state - the result 
of a recycling law that will take effect 
November 1. 
Google queries can return Web sites that 
list personal information including names, 
addresses, phone numbers, and credit card 
data of hundreds of card holders. Google 
would not comment, but they’ve decided 
to allow anyone to request the removal of 
any document that includes a Social Se-
curity or credit-card number - simply 
send a note to help@google.com with a 
link to the page. So far this year, Visa has 
had 20 sites pulled from the Web for traf-
ficking in stolen credit cards. 
 
Intel will incorporate changes in its 65-
nanometer strained silicon manufacturing 
process beginning in 2005, Circuits made 
on the 65-nanometer process can boost 
performance or cut power consumption or 
do both. The enhanced version can in-
crease performance by 30 percent. With 
strained silicon, Intel is at least a genera-
tion ahead Competitors IBM and AMD 
who have also begun to include strained 
silicon in chips. In 2009 Intel expects to 
be making 32 nanometer chips. 

Mayo Foundation will use IBM's Blue 
Gene supercomputer for mathematical 
modeling required to understand gene and 
protein structures and their interactions to 
get clues about disease causes. The tech-
nology, aimed at improving diagnosis, 
curing diseases and developing individu-
alized treatment, may help Mayo under-
stand which genes might be responsible 
for certain diseases, including various 
cancers. 
 
Researchers have developed a way to 
print sheets of solid animal tissue by fill-
ing inkjet cartridges with animal cells, or 
"bio-ink" and using basic AutoCAD de-
sign software. The scientists are design-
ing and generating tissue that could some-
day save heart patients who need new 
cardiac tissue and allow doctors to study, 
scan, and duplicate exactly what a patient 
needs and develop custom treatments. 
 
A free program from eMachineShop.com 
may be an inventor’s dream. The program 
lets people design 3-D objects (such as 
car parts, door knobs, etc.) in metal or 
plastic and then order them online. The 
software checks to determine whether a 
design can be made, tells the customer 
how much it will cost, and sends the de-
sign to a "real world" machine shop for 
manufacturing.  
 
Freescale Semiconductor Inc. received 
certification from the FCC on Monday for 
its ultra wideband chip set. UWB (ultra 

wideband) wireless technology is ex-
pected to replace USB as a peripheral 
connector for PCs and could enable a new 
generation of wireless devices. The first 
generation products support 100-110 
Mbps and the road map aims for speeds 
of 220 Mbps by the end of the year.  
 
Sony’s new television technology allows 
viewers to zoom in, pan and tilt their per-
spective in television broadcasts. Sony 
said the new DRC-MFv2 or "Digital Re-
ality Creation Multifunction" controller 
chip will help to unlock and take more 
advantage of the level of detail available 
in high-definition digital video. 
 
Digital Lifestyles believes it's got exactly 
what teenage computer users want. The 
hip-e computer is white with screen and 
keyboard framed in fuzzy pink fur. Or a 
leopard skin. Or a graffiti pattern.

Ever since I bought an Iomega Ditto 
tape backup drive about 10 years ago, 
I’ve been interested in backing up my 
computer files. I can still remember 
how great it felt to be able to save a 
couple of hundred megabytes on a sin-
gle tape, when other folks I knew were 
still using floppy disks. The tape drives 
easily ran between $100 to $200, and 
the tapes themselves cost about $8 to 
$16, depending on capacity and quality. 
Things have really changed since then, 
with DVD burner drives available for 
under $50 online, and the DVD’s them-
selves available for less than 50 cents 
each. We are still left without an impor-
tant component, however: the backup 
software. This is where Sonic’s 
“Backup My PC version 5” comes in, a 
product that works with numerous pe-
ripherals and can do automated, incre-
mental backups. This product was for-
merly marketed by Veritas, but they 
have since left the consumer market-
place to focus on enterprise solutions. 
 
I decided that an excellent test for the 
software would be my parents’ com-
puter. It is several years old, and always 
seems to have some problem or another 
every few months. I have ended up for-
matting the hard drive and reinstalling 
the operating system, software and 
drivers two or three times a year, on 
average. I wanted a simple way to have 
a recovery CD (or bootable system re-
store CD), just like many of the big 
companies ship with their PC’s. I rea-
soned that this would ostensibly save 
me up to 4 hours of time reinstalling 
software and drivers from various 
CD’s, and give me a lot more time to 
actually visit with my family when I’m 
up there, rather than feeling like I’m 
doing something repetitive. 
 
 

Since I wanted everything to be set up 
perfectly, I did a fresh install of Win-
dows 98 on their system, then installed 
and double checked all the drivers and 
settings. I made sure it would dial in to 
the Internet, and then installed and 
tested their email program to make sure 
it was working. Afterwards, I loaded 
Backup My PC on the system, and did 

a complete system backup. It took a 
while on the old 2X CDRW, but it 
managed to compress all of that data 
onto a single CD-ROM. Then came the 
ultimate test: I simulated a hard drive 
crash by formatting the HDD. After-
wards, I rebooted the system, and it 
booted up to the recovery CD I had just 
made. I selected a complete restore, 
then left to pack up my things for the 
trip home. When I came back, I was 
able to get on the Internet again, and it 
was clear that all of the drivers had 
been loaded properly. Their email was 
working fine, too, without me having to 

go back into the program and change all 
of the settings to match their ISP. 
 
Backup My PC also offers a number of 
other features, such as backing up re-
motely over a network, backing up to 
tape drives, backing up to another hard 
drive, and scheduled backups. Even 
what is backed up can be customized, 
from a single directory to an entire disk. 
The software can even look to see what 
has changed since the last backup, and 
only back up the changes. 
 
Summary: Backup My PC is a very 
reliable and cost effective way to make 
certain that your important files won’t 
be lost. With its ability to backup sys-
tem files, it truly can allow you to get 
everything back up and running from 
what would have been a disaster, all in 
less than an hour. For those of us who 
forget to do regular backups, this soft-
ware also helps to make sure that im-
portant backup data is automatically 
kept up to date. The only thing that kept 
me from giving it a perfect score was 
the lack of a real manual in the box.

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First it was viruses, worms, and spam. 
Then came Trojans spyware, and pop-
ups. The newest scourge plaguing Inter-
net surfers is browser hijackers, and one 
very nasty one is making the rounds in 
the Baton Rouge area causing all manner 
of grief for local folks, including some 
Clickers members. 
 
Browser hijackers are malicious programs 
that change browser settings, usually al-
tering designated default start and search 
pages. The newest versions are going 
beyond messing with your browser set-
tings. One of the worst, called “Cool Web 
Search” is particularly hard to remove. 
 
Symptoms 
 
How can you tell you have a browser 
hijacker?  If your start page is suddenly 
different, that’s a clue. Often the hijacker 
won’t let you change your start page back 
to your preferred page. You might also 
notice a new “helper” toolbar added to 
your browser. 
 
Another clue can be a changed search 
page. If you used to get MSN as your 
search page when you click the “Search” 
button but now some other page is com-
ing up, you’ve likely been hijacked.  
 
Some of the hijackers will load a page 
that looks like Google but isn’t really 
Google – a particularly dastardly trick. 
Many will give unexpected search results. 
You may search for some innocent topic 
and get lots of results that lead to porn 
sites. If you search on “spyware” or the 
name of a hijacker program, the browser 
may either freeze up, or give you only 
benign results making it look like the 
hijacker program is a good thing. 
 
Many folks who’ve been hijacked find 
that porn sites have been added to their 
favorites list. Some report pornographic 
files being downloaded. Some are being 
redirected to porn sites when mis-typing a 
URL (web address). 
 
Other symptoms include pop-up ads even 
though you’re running a pop-up stopper 
program. These pop-ups can appear more 

rapidly than you can close them and can 
freeze your system quickly. You may 
notice drastically reduced resources or 
messages that your system is low on re-
sources or virtual memory. Or you may 
receive dramatically increased spam. Fre-
quent lock-ups are a common complaint 
as is painfully slow performance. 
 
Some of the hijackers can even disable 
your firewall, your anti-virus software or 
your spyware killers. Or they can prevent 
anti-virus software and spyware detectors 
from being updated. 
 
In the past, we were safe from most Inter-
net threats so long as we kept our anti-
virus software updated and ran a firewall. 
Running Ad-Aware or Spybot Search and 
Destroy once a week or so cleaned up any 
spyware that had crept in but we never 
had much trouble. If we were smart 
enough not to download junk and not to 
open attachments, we were pretty safe. 
But times have changed and we must 
change our thinking too. 
 
This recent rash of nasty stuff came in 
through a security hole in Microsoft Win-
dows. Those who did not update Win-
dows in a timely manner were sitting 
ducks for the Cool Web Search hijacker. 
From now on you must keep Windows up 
to date, especially with the so-called 
“critical updates.” 
 
Cure 
 
The newest browser hijackers are particu-
larly difficult to remove. You can try the 
following but be sure to follow the steps 
in order. If you don’t know what you’re 
doing, you should take the infected ma-
chine in to one of our local computer 
shops and let them fix it for you. It’s pos-
sible to mess your computer up really 
badly while trying to remove a hijacker! 
 
1. If you’re running Windows ME, Win-
dows 2000, or Windows XP, you must 
first turn off the system restore feature. 
Otherwise any problem you fix will just 
return when you reboot the computer. 
Search your Windows Help screens for 
instructions on how to disable System 

Restore for your version of Windows. 
Warning:  You will lose all restore points 
you’ve previously made! 
 
2. Download the Cwshredder tool from 
www.download.com or any of the many 
sites that make it available. If you’re in-
fected with a hijacker, go to a non-
infected machine to download your tools.  
Be sure you get the absolute latest version 
of Cwshredder since it is updated every 
few days. New variants of these hijackers 
appear at an amazing rate and you must 
have the latest Cwshredder to detect and 
clean them all. 
 
3. Reboot your machine and run 
Cwshredder again. 
 
4. Run Ad-aware. Be sure you update it 
first. If you don’t already have Ad-aware, 
get it at www.lavasoftusa.com. 
 
5. Reboot your machine and run Ad-
aware again. 
 
6. Run Spybot Search & Destroy. Be sure 
to update it first. If you don’t have Spybot 
Search & Destroy, get it at www.safer-
networking.org.  
 
7. Reboot your machine and run Spybot 
again. 
 
8. If everything seems to be clean now, be 
sure to turn Windows System Restore 
back on! 
 
Don’t let a browser hijacker ruin your 
tech-life!  Keep Windows updated. Install 
and run a firewall. Install, keep updated 
and run anti-virus software. Install, up-
date and run spyware cleaners. And en-
courage Congress to nail these hijacking 
jerks!

The Liskov Substitution Principle

Bob: Hey Mark, you seem to have an opinion on everything. 
Tell me, is a square a rectangle where all of the sides are 
equal, or is a rectangle a square where opposite sides are 
equal? 
 
Mark: That’s easy, a square is a rectangle. 
 
Bob: What about ellipses and circles, is a circle an ellipse 
where the major and minor radii are equal, or is an ellipse a 
circle with an additional radius? 
 
Mark: A circle is an ellipse. 
 
Bob: So you would have a Circle class inheriting from an 
Ellipse class? 
 
Mark: Yes, because “is-a” is the inheritance relationship be-
tween classes. 
 
Bob: I have another question. When you inherit from a class, 
don’t you typically add more instance fields in the derived 
class? 
 
Mark: Yes, usually. 
 
Bob: But that’s not what we have when a Square inherits 
from Rectangle. Rectangle has two instance fields, call them 
length and width. That over-specifies a Square, which only 
needs one instance field. 
 
Mark: Good point. Where are you going with this? 
 
Bob: I would like to see that cutesy little phrase “is-a” ban-
ished from the vocabulary of Object Oriented Design. 
 
Mark: That’s a pretty strong statement, considering I think 
I’ve seen it used in just about every OOD book that I’ve seen. 
 
Bob: Well, you just fell into the “is-a” trap when you said 
that a Square should inherit from class Rectangle. 
 
Mark: Are you saying that it shouldn’t? That a Rectangle 
should inherit from class Square? 
 

Bob: I’m not saying that either. 
 
Mark: Well just what are you saying? 
 
Bob: I’m saying that we shouldn’t make design decisions 
based on linguistic skills. We need engineering criteria. And 
that brings us to another of our principles of Object Oriented 
Design: The Liskov Substitution Principle. 
 
In a strongly-typed language, like C++, Java, or C#, The 
Liskov Substitution Principle defines what “is-a” means. In 
terms of our Rectangle/Square example, if a Square inherits 
from Rectangle, then a Square object must be able to be sub-
stituted for a Rectangle object, without a client of Rectangle 
being able to tell the difference. 
 
Mark: So is a Square a Rectangle or not? 
 
Bob: Before we can answer that question, we have to ask 
another question. What do Rectangle objects do? 
 
Mark: They have the ability to have their width and length 
set and retrieved. 
 
Bob: Ah ha. A Rectangle has the ability to have its width and 
length set independently. A Square doesn’t have that ability 
so it doesn’t satisfy the Liskov Substitution Principle. 
 
Mark: Sure it does. The setLength() method of Square would 
just have to set both the length and the width to keep it 
square. 
 
Bob: But is that okay with all clients of Rectangle? 
 
Mark: I’m not sure how we could ever know that. 
 
Bob: Then it’s best to play it safe. Here’s a client that would 
find itself broken if we have setLength() change both the 
length and the width: 
 
void brokenClient( Rectangle r ) { 
   r.setLenth(4); 
   r.setWidth(5);

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   assert( r.getArea() == 20 ); 
} 
 
brokenClient( new Square() ); 
 
Mark: I see.  The problem is that brokenClient is assuming 
that setting the length and width of a rectangle are independ-
ent operations. With a square, that is not the case. 
 
Bob: So is a rectangle a square or vice-versa? 
 
Mark: Given the assumption made by brokenClient, I would 
have to say that a square is not a rectangle. However, in a 
computer program we don't try to model the entire physical 
world, just the parts that are important to the problem at hand. 
If brokenClient weren't a part of the model, I might consider a 
square to be a rectangle.  At least that what it looks like to 
me. I'm sure you can express that more elegantly. 
 
Bob: Precisely. Given two classes taken out of context, it’s 
impossible to say if one should inherit from the other.  
 
Mark: So you set me up when you started this article. 
 
Bob: Yes, you make a great sidekick. Another way of looking 
at LSP is by stating it in terms of PreConditions and PostCon-
ditions. 
 
Mark: Let me guess.  PreConditions must be true for a 
method to execute and once that method has executed, the 
PostConditions must be true. 
 
Bob: You got it. Now, to apply these concepts to an inheri-
tance hierarchy when a method is overridden in a derived 
class, the descendent class can only replace the original pre-
condition by one equal or weaker and the original PostCondi-
tion by one equal or stronger. 
 
Mark: That makes sense. If I am treating a descendent class 
as one of its ancestors, I can't be expected to know about 
stricter PreConditions in the descendent class. Likewise, I 
must assume that after calling a method in the base class that 
all of the PostConditions still exist. 
 
Bob: So how would you apply that in the present case with 
the setLength() method? 
 
Mark: Both Square and Rectangle have a PreCondition that 
the length be a finite positive number, so they are equal. I 
don't think that helps us. 
 
Bob: Okay, but what about PostConditions? 
 
Mark: Let’s see… A Rectangle has the PostConditions that 

the length be the new (finite positive) number and that the 
width be the same as before (the old value).  The Square has 
the same PostCondition that the length be the new number, 
but it doesn't have the PostCondition that the width is the old 
value. Therefore, in this case LSP fails and a Square is not a 
Rectangle? 
 
Bob: Very good, but you seem a bit tentative. 
 
Mark: Well, I could have expressed it differently, with a dif-
ferent outcome.  I could say that the Rectangle's only Post-
Condition is that the length be the new value and that the 
Square's PostConditions are that the length be the new value 
and the width also be the new value.  In this case, the 
Square's PostConditions appear to be stronger and a Square is 
a Rectangle. 
 
Bob: But we've already seen that brokenClient assumes the 
former set of PostConditions. This is an important point. The 
validity of a model isn't intrinsic, it depends on how the cli-
ents view the model. 
 
Mark: That's was a real eye-opener for me, so I want to em-
phasize it. I think in the back of my programming mind, I've 
always thought that there was always a "perfect" or 
"ultimate" model for every design issue. I see that there is a 
"perfect" model, but that perfection is simply the fact that it 
meets all the criteria of the current design. With a different 
set of design criteria, there could be a different "perfect" 
model. 
 
Mark: Next month, we're going to take a break from our se-
ries on design principles and give an introduction to the Py-
thon programming language.  Until then, may all your de-
signs be clean and your code bug-free.

Central Florida experienced Hurricane 
Charlie, as you may know. Charlie was 
originally predicted to cross just north 
of us and we would only get the edge. 
Don’t we wish; the worst of it ended up 
passing directly over us because it un-
expectedly turned ashore further south 
than originally predicted. Our wind gust 
expectations would change to in excess 
of 80 mph instead of 50 mph. Actual 
wind gusts of 105 mph were recorded at 
the airport. Since we have no interior 
rooms, we sat in the living room wait-
ing it out. Many times our patio doors 
would start rattling and we saw the 
glass actually warp in and out, along 
with the same action for our front win-
dows and their sliders, but surprisingly, 
no breakage. Then the whole house 
would shudder and I hoped the place 
would hold together. If the roof had 
come off and we got sucked out, we 
would have no choice but to wish each 
other a good trip and I forgot to keep 
my camera handy so I could take pic-
tures as I left. 
 
In the end though, our house suffered 
little damage. There’s only one large 
tree near our house while many other 
houses had more. One house on our 
block had two large trees fall on it, but 
the damage wasn’t bad. Charlie blew 
some soffit from under the eves on one 
side of the house and blew one screen 
out of our back porch. While most 
homes on our block suffered the loss of 
many, if not all, of their shingles, we 
only had one broken shingle. Only one 
house on our block was unhurt, but 
others had considerable roof and tree 
damages. We had no power for five 
days, but many areas went without 
power for much longer. At this writing 
some are still without power. 
 
When we were trying to find a restau-
rant (very scarce here for several days), 
it was an experience because with the 
power out in much of the eastern Or-
lando area, most traffic lights were in-
operative and few people were courte-

ous at intersections. Gas was scarce, but 
we had filled up before the storm. A 
station with gas and power to pump it 
usually had very, very long lines. It was 
impossible to find ice in stores, al-
though a few places were set up, not 
near us, where volunteers passed out 
free ice, drinking water and DEET in-
sect repellent. Grocery stores open for 
business were scarce, and if you found 
one, it was without milk and other ne-
cessities. Also, no lamp oil, wicks, bat-
teries or plain telephones. I needed a 
new wick. 
 
Our street had many downed tree 
branches, but many streets were even 
impassible for a few days until people 
and crews cleared them out. Some areas 
had no water, and where sewer lift sta-
tions had no power, there were prob-
lems with sewer backups, although not 
in our area. Our subdivision has under-
ground utilities, but our wellbeing de-
pends on the feeder lines coming in on 
poles. I saw pictures of streets where an 
entire line of wires and poles were bro-
ken off laying on the street. Progress 
Energy said that much of the grid had 
to be rebuilt. 
 
There were several sad stories about 
people who died more or less as a result 
of the storm. I was unaware that a storm 
could affect people’s pacemakers, 
which was the problem for one as well 
as his lack of oxygen. Trimming trees is 
also a dangerous job, which resulted in 
a couple of deaths. It was an experience 
I hope not to have again for a while. 
However, many neighborhoods cer-
tainly helped each other out with food 
when somebody had power and others 
didn’t. Some also shared generators. 
The paper and TV were full of stories 
both sad and good for days. I’m glad 
we didn’t live on the gulf side of the 
state where the storm came ashore with 
much more power and devastation.

My wife and I worked 
the 25th anniversary of the Home Depot 
stores, www.homedepot.com.  It was 
held at five different elegant hotels and 
the Orange County Convention Center. 
We worked at the Gaylord Palms, 
www.gaylordhotels.com/gaylordpalms. 
The name of the game was party and 
that is what nearly 6,000 attendees did. 
A large well-decorated hall with pool 
tables, other games and a bar was set 
up, and Universal Studios Park was 
rented for one day. Attendees were 
flown in from all over, even from 
China, and all at Home Depot’s ex-
pense. I’m told the cost for this celebra-
tion was over 25 million. One manager 
told me they would make that back in a 
short time. Perhaps, but I wonder if the 
shareholders would approve of that 
expense!

Heat is one of the primary causes of pre-
mature computer and component failure. 
Today’s microprocessors, video cards, 
hard drives, CD and DVD burners, mem-
ory, and other components produce much 
more heat than their earlier brethren. One 
simple indication of the amount of heat 
generated in today’s newer computers is 
the power supply; older computers could 
run well with a 150 watt power supply, 
while many newer models utilize a 400 
watt or larger power supply. While it is 
uncommon for computers to use all of the 
power capacity of the power supply, the 
immutable laws of physics state that 
much of the power used will be turned 
into heat, and heat can kill computer com-
ponents. 
 
Many newer motherboards and computers 
now come with some form of thermal 
monitor to inform the user of potentially 
damaging or dangerous overheating, and 
a device may even shutdown a computer 
unexpectedly if temperatures inside the 
computer get too high. If there is too 
much heat buildup, and the internal tem-
peratures get too high, parts degrade or 
fail at a rapid rate. Expensive CPU chips, 
hard drives, memory, and video cards that 
fail are often the result of overheating. 
Sudden lockups and computer errors may 
be due to an overheated CPU chip. Our 
critical data may be lost forever if our 
hard drives overheat and fail. If our com-
puters can be protected from overheating, 
not just will they last longer, but they may 
perform better. 
 
Intel provides a free temperature monitor-
ing utility for its motherboards and chip-
sets that support this feature. According 
to Intel, desktop Pentium IV chips work 
best when below 130 degrees F, may 
have problems at 150 degrees F, and may 
start to degrade or fail at that temperature 
or higher. AMD chips, such as the Athlon 
may suffer a similar fate from overheat-
ing. For this reason almost all modern 
CPU chips have an attached heat sink and 
fan. In order to improve thermal conduc-
tivity between the surface of the chip and 
the heat sink, a thermal grease substance 

is used between them. The purpose of a 
heat sink is to provide a greater surface 
area to enable the dissipation of heat into 
the surrounding air. Most CPU chip heat 
sinks are topped with a small fan to blow 
air through and around the heat sink to 
better cool the chip. While simple in con-
cept, and inexpensive to produce, this is 
also a common cause of overheating that 
is easy to rectify. The same dust and de-
bris that can clog our household furnace 
filters can accumulate and clog the pas-
sages in the heat sink, and obstruct the 
blades of the chip fan. It is good practice 
to periodically unplug the computer, prac-
tice safe electrical safety, and remove the 
“dust bunnies” from the fan and heat sink 
with a small vacuum, canned air, or a 
cotton swab. You may also want to read 
the label on the chip fan to see if it is a 
“sleeve” or “ball” bearing. Sleeve bear-
ings tend to have a shorter life before they 
fail, and can lead to premature chip fail-
ure due to overheating. Ball bearing fans 
are slightly more expensive, but tend to 
last much longer, providing for more reli-
able chip cooling. 
 
The power supply also has a fan, which 
for many computers, is the primary cool-
ing component that exhausts the hot air 
from inside the computer. If this fan fails, 
or becomes obstructed with dust and 
other debris, the computer will overheat. 
This fan must also be frequently in-
spected, and cleaned as necessary with a 
small vacuum, or canned air. If the fan 
starts to squeal, or otherwise appears to 
fail, it is imperative that either the fan or 
the entire power supply be promptly re-
placed. 
 
Many computer cases have a space and 
mounting for an additional fan; if avail-
able, the additional fan should be in-
stalled. They are readily available, and 
inexpensive. 
 
Supplemental cooling is also available, 
and can be easily self installed. One of the 
simplest to install is an exhaust fan that 
sits in a vacant PCI slot, which almost all 
desktop computers have. These fans 

which typically exhaust air from the com-
puter can either be powered by the PCI 
slot, or by a power cord connected to a 
plug inside the case. These are especially 
effective at cooling video cards which 
generate a lot of heat; Intel recommends 
that the video cards be kept below 105 
degrees F. Again, the slightly more ex-
pensive ball bearing fans are considered 
superior to the less expensive sleeve bear-
ing fans. I installed one of these in my 
computer, and internal temperatures are 
consistently about 20 degrees F cooler 
than before. 
 
Other formats of supplemental cooling 
are available, such as fans that can be 
mounted in the front of the computer in a 
vacant drive bay, also common on most 
computers. These can be simple propeller 
fans, or powerful turbine fans, and can 
either push cool outside air into the box, 
or exhaust hot air from the box. Other 
fans can be mounted on a hard or CD/
DVD drive to cool those hot running de-
vices. Some powerful computers, such as 
the popular gaming machines may now 
utilize a water cooled device, similar to 
an automobile radiator, complete with 
antifreeze. Notebook computers, which 
are often especially subject to overheating 
may be cooled by mounting them such 
that air can circulate all around the case 
(some people sit their notebooks on a 
cake rack), or on a notebook cooling pad 
that contains its own fans. One pundit has 
been recommending those black painted 
aluminum sheets from a dollar store that 
are advertised to quick defrost frozen 
foods, as they are an excellent heat sink. 
 
Whatever you do, keep your cool – your 
computer cool, that is.

Keep Your Cool – Your PC Cool That Is …

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Word processors, and office suites, as 
used in the modern computer, have an 
interesting background and history. In the 
beginning the word processor was the 
most sought after of all the programs. The 
heyday of the word processor was in the 
late 1970’s-early 1980’s when serious 
home computing was first getting started. 
Word processors were the first thing most 
people wanted to use on the home com-
puter for the simple reason that they 
viewed the home computer as a replace-
ment for the typewriter. If you wanted to 
write a letter, you needed a word proces-
sor.  
 
It wasn’t very long before we were inun-
dated with a plethora of the pesky things, 
each claiming to be the best. How many 
can you recall?  I recall PC Write, Rite 
Writer, Volkswriter, Word Star, Peachtree 
Text, and Perfect Writer. There were nu-
merous others. The first one I used was 
PC Rite. It came with the computer a lo-
cal computer guru built for me in 1982. 
The word processor was an extra and cost 
$20.00 as I recall. I had the first edition. 
At first it worked very well for me but I 
gradually discovered several bugs and 
problems. For example, it did not have an 
automatic “save” feature. I recall once I 
had typed several pages of a story which 
was somehow deleted. It was gone! I 
complained to the program’s author that 
he needed to add the automatic “save” 
feature. He added it to the next version 
and gave me a free copy because I had 
made the suggestion. I suspect other word 
processors of the time had similar prob-
lems. 
 
Then along came Word Perfect. It was the 
most mature of them all, and also the 
most expensive. Word Perfect became the 
default word processor for business 
throughout the United States and its fame 
spread very rapidly. I can recall as re-
cently as 15 years ago when our local 
University decided that Word Perfect was 
to be the only word processor to be used 
for administrative purposes by the Uni-
versity. At the time I warned them that 

Word Perfect was soon to be supplanted 
by Microsoft Word, but my warning was 
ignored. I wonder how much that blunder 
cost the University. 
 
In the late 1970’s, the addition of a 
spreadsheet and database made their ap-
pearance. I recall that Lotus 1-2-3 and 
VisiCalc as spread sheets and Dbase 3 as 
a database were popular early on. 
 
Now to the question:  Which suite should 
you be using today?  The answer is to 
continue using the present one if you are 
pleased with it and if it handles all your 
situations. 
 
But is that really the answer? 
 
At present we have three champions in 
the field. Two are well known, Word Per-
fect Office and Microsoft Office. The 
third is hardly known at all, but it is out 
there and it should become known. I am 
referring to Open Office.org, V. 1.1.1. 
This latter suite is available as a free 
download, or can be purchased on a CD. 
It contains a word processor, a spread-
sheet, a database, a draw program and a 
presentation program.  
 
Recently the Ziff Davis publication e-
WEEK participated in a test to try to de-
termine if, for example, Microsoft Office 
could be replaced by OpenOffice.org for 
use at a large business. One of the reasons 
for the test was potentially to save money; 
for example Word Perfect Office costs 
about $199.00, and Microsoft Office 2003 
Professional is about $359.00. A business 
must purchase a license for a certain num-
ber of copies, and 100 licenses are not 
unusual. The cost becomes critical when 
the business decides it must upgrade.  
 
The test they made is impressive. e-
WEEK obtained as volunteers several 
large businesses, and also obtained volun-
teers from the same businesses who regu-
larly used Microsoft Office. The informa-
tion about the test and its results is con-
tained in the e-WEEK April 26, 2004 

edition. My interpretation of the results is 
that for ordinary work the free download 
is quite adequate. However, for more 
complicated functions, Microsoft Office 
is preferred.  
 
How about the ordinary home user, like 
you and me? I think it boils down to 
money. If you have lots of it, use Micro-
soft Office, and upgrade it as needed. 
Depending on the version, you can have a 
word processor, database, spreadsheet, 
presentation program, and various other 
features, all at a price. Next on the list 
would be Word Perfect Office which is 
less costly but still a full featured suite. It 
contains a word processor, spreadsheet, 
database, presentation program, and 
Dragon Naturally Speaking, a voice rec-
ognition program.  
 
If you want a word processor with the 
look and feel of Microsoft Word, and a 
not too complicated spreadsheet and data-
base, the free Open Office.org will fill the 
bill and the price is right. Try it. You 
might like it. Go to www.openoffice.org 
and get the free download or purchase the 
CD. 
 
Give it a try. Your results will make an 
interesting story for this publication. We 
would like to hear from you.

I have been using SP2 RC2 for several 
weeks now, but have held off writing 
about it until several issues were re-
solved. It has become obvious that the 
rumor of Microsoft allowing any com-
puter running Windows XP to install SP2 
were just that, rumors. Microsoft has de-
cided that it is more important to prevent 
upgrades to “pirated” versions than to 
prevent the spread of viruses, Trojans and 
spyware. Not only will the new Windows 
update v5 not recognize these keys, but it 
also blocks out a number of perfectly 
legitimately purchased CD keys or more 
accurately Product Identification keys. 
Most of these are on Dell computers. This 
figures that the original pirated Windows 
XP was a Dell volume license edition and 
presumably the other CD keys came from 
the same source. 
 
However, it did my heart good to see that 
one of Usenet’s self-proclaimed experts, 
whose answer to almost any Windows 
XP problem involving patches or up-
grades, is to accuse the poster of having a 
pirated copy of Windows XP and telling 
them to buy a legitimate copy, had the 
exact problem on one of his three com-
puters. Microsoft is working on the solu-

tion, but I am sure that the hackers and 
crackers out there will have the solution 
first. They almost always do. 
 
Microsoft has announced that the full 
released-to-manufacture (RTM or Gold) 
would be available in August. The 
download will be installable over SP2 
RC2 according to sources within Micro-
soft. It you do want to uninstall RC2, be 
sure that the Show Upgrades box is 
checked in Add or Remove Programs. 
 
I have already heard comments about 
waiting six months after RTM to install 
SP2, but most of these have come from 
people running sans SP1. SP2 is mostly 
about security but also includes the fol-
lowing Revised sections:  Data execution 
prevention, DCOM Security Enhance-
ments, Filter for Add or Remove Pro-
grams, Setup, Download, Attachment, 
and Authenticode enhancements, Internet 
Explorer File Download Prompt, Outlook 
Express E-mail Attachment Prompt, Add-
on Install Prompt, Group Policy Internet 
Explorer Settings, Script repositioning of 
Internet Explorer windows, Zone Evalua-
tion Blocks. 
 

Of course, it still will not protect users 
who insist on downloading everything 
they see offered for free or insist on click-
ing yes on pop-ups without reading. 
Build an idiot-proof program and nature 
will build a better idiot. 
 
Are there any problems with this service 
pack?  Yes, a few, but most seem to be 
systems or individual program-specific. 
Outside of the PID problem, the biggest 
complaint is that third party software is 
not using the built-in hooks in this pack. 
Most software developers will not release 
patches for this until RTM is firm. They 
fear last minute changes will negate all 
their work so they wait. Remember, this 
happened with Windows 95, Windows 
98, Windows 98SE and Windows ME.
