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Genealogy SIG 
Jay Finley, SIG Leader 

1. The next meeting of the DMA Geneal -
ogy SIG will be 5 April 2007 at 119 Val-
ley Street in the DMA conference room. 
The meeting will begin at 7 PM. 
 
2. We had a couple of new faces at the 
table at the March meeting: Ms Lillian 
Rudolph and Mr. Jason Herbert. It is al-
ways great to see new faces at the meet-
ings. 
 
3. Last meeting I proposed an idea for a 
potential cooperative program with 
Wright State University's Anatomical 
Gift Program. The program proposed is 
basically to help them set up an on-line 
Family History/Genealogical Presentation 
in appreciation for those families whose 
members have donated their bodies to 
science as an anatomical gift. My concern 
is to design something that will allow the 
families to post something about the per-
son (like the obituaries in the newspapers) 
and at the same time, lock-in basic factual 
information about the person to further 
allow meaningful historical and genea-
logical research.  
 
4. Leading up to the March meeting, I 
contacted WSU's Anatomical Gift Pro-
gram Director, Dr. Frank Nagy to explore 

the matter and was very pleased to find a 
very favorably disposed reaction. Aside 
from genealogical interest, I did not fur-
ther identify mysel f. However, it seems 
he is also a genealogist and agrees with 
me that information is being lost in the 
area of anatomical gifts. He did not dis-
courage help in this area; to the contrary, 
he encouraged it. 
 
5. Since the March SIG meeting, I have 
been conducting a small survey of medi-
cal schools to see what they offer families 
in terms of memorials for anatomical gifts 
and found that they are all about the 
same: a memorial service (usually once a 
year with names of donors individually 
recognized and prominent), an inscription 
on a memorial plaque or brick or stone, 
and a leather-bound book in remem-
brance of that person placed in the medi-
cal library. I have found no high-tech 
online sites of the type that I am suggest-
ing. This is in contrast to the video and 
audio enhanced grave markers more re-
cently made available to cemeteries.  
 
6. Just today I received a note from Dr. 
Nagy following up on our initial contact. 
Unfortunately, I will be out of town for a 
while. However, he is looking forward to 

meeting with me as soon as I return. He 
feels that there is something that can be 
done here. I want to explore that possibil-
ity too. 
 
7. I had inputs from several DMA Board 
Members prior to the March meeting and 
I want to thank them for all their sugges-
tions. It appears to me that we have the 
opportunity to make a contribution to the 
community here and I want to pursue this 
opportunity with WSU to see if we can 
come up with a plan that might be picked-
up by other medical schools across the 
country. If we do it right, the WSU plan 
could set the standard for schools all over 
the country, maybe even the world. And, 
like the many other projects supported by 
the DMA, we want to act as a promoter/
instigator, to provide the "seed" of an idea 
and work toward helping WSU bring it 
forth to its fullest potential. 
 
8. Members and attendees were intro-
duced to the concept at the March meet-
ing and encouraged to give this idea some 
thought. I hope we get some good feed-
back at the April meeting. I will be out of 
town and unavailable for the April meet-
ing and have asked Darlene Sye, our pre-
vious SIG leader to run the meeting. 

 
• Set Up Outlook To Download IMAP & POP Mail: Click Tools and Accounts. Once the dialog box has been displayed, go to the 
Mail tab and click Add Mail. Follow the prompts, adding the required information. When the Wizard asks you for your email server 
name, you will need to know whether your email is POP3 or IMAP; select the appropriate option from the drop-down menu. The 
Incoming server is usually the name of your ISP proceeded by POP3 or IMAP (for example, pop3.emailprovider.com or 
imap.emailprovider.com) and the outgoing (SMTP) server is normally the ISP name preceded by SMTP (smtp.emailprovider.com). 
Your ISP will provide you with your incoming and SMTP server information. Your account name is the part of your email address 
before the @ symbol. After you click finish, you can compose, send, and receive email from Microsoft Outlook. 
 
• Google Toolbar: Google's toolbar has several useful options for digging deep into your information search. One of them is the 
Page Info button, which you can activate by checking the Page Info menu box in the toolbar's Options menu. You can then select to 
translate the page to English, view pages that link to the page, or find similar pages. The option to view a cached version of the page 
is useful for seeing how the site has changed since Google last crawled the page.  
 
• Alter The View: If on-screen items are too large or too small, you can alter your display resolution. From the dialog box you just 
accessed for the previous tip, you also can adjust the Screen Resolution, Screen Area, or Desktop Area slider to change the resolu-
tion (higher numbers make things smaller and fit more on-screen). Depending on the option you select, Windows may reduce the 
number of available colors. (Don't forget to click OK to save your changes.)

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Hands-on SIG in Action 
While the e-mail list has fallen quiet after 
the holidays, the group has still been ac-
tive, just at a slower pace.  Members re-
quested that a period of time be provided 
to allow everyone to catch up on the read-
ing material.  The SIG finished chapter six 
of the Network+ Guide to Networks, Forth 
Edition on February 28, 2007.  To ensure 
that the everyone was caught up, the group 
didn't cover the presentations for chapter 
seven until this last meeting on March 13, 
2007.  Now for the tricky part, the SIG 
moderator (whose initials are Elliott Lake) 
has to catch up with getting the questions 
and answers for the two chapters out to the 
SIG. 
 
While the SIG played catch-up, I tried to 
play transmission, automotive.  That does-
n't mean I was having vehicular problems, 
it means I was working on a special project 
that the SIG wanted to develop.  We de-
cided that the bandwidth from 119 Valley 
Street wouldn't work for virtual meetings 
with streaming video and sound. However, 
if what I have heard is correct, we may be 
able to offer the meeting audio in a format 
that can be downloaded.  Wait!  There's 
more! 
 
The plan is to offer audio from the open 
question portion of the meeting and the 
training portions.  The ask-the-expert ses-
sion would be offered as audio only, or 
audio and video, depending on the project.  
This should be possible by configuring one 
of the systems the SIG has. 
 
The system has been setup with Wi-Fi and 
wired networking so individuals who bring 
laptops to the meeting can access the pres-
entations using NetMeeting.  Using both 
will allow flexibility with the method of 
connection.  It seemed fitting we do a pro-
ject related to the training material.  The 
system has a microphone and USB camera 
for recording sound and video.  The March 
13th meeting was recorded and our re-
maining tests will be used to determine the 
best format for offering the audio files.  
Now we need to find a freeware package 
that will convert Audacity's .wav exported 
file to .mp3.  A one hour, fifty five minute 

recording was roughly about 550MB and 
Audacity's total file space was over 1GB.  
When we decide on an output format, the 
group will have edited meeting recordings 
available for a period of about 30 days 
following each meeting, available for 
downloading.  Those types of details will 
still have to be worked out with Mike Carr. 
 
Speaking of which, I would be more than 
remiss if I didn't thank Mike Carr for 
working with myself and the SIG on these 
projects.  Mike Carr has been a great help.  
He makes sure that we have had the sup-
port needed.  The Hands-on SIG thanks 
Mike Carr, DMA and OTAP for a variety 
of assistance without which the current 
project wouldn't exist.  Salute! 
 
Finally, there is one more part of the pro-
ject that needs to be completed.  The sys-
tem being used has been a little uncoopera-
tive with using two NICs, two hard disk 
drives, an optical drive, a ZIP drive and 
two graphics cards.  It seems I broke the 
system on March 10th trying to get two 
graphics cards to work.  For this reason, 
we will use a second system to display the 
“instructor's answers”.  This might be a 
little unfair, since the whole group makes 
up the instructor and only one individual in 
the group gets to see the answers.  How-

ever, plans are to provide one more work-
station (Linux) that will display the in-
structor material.  Both systems will be 
using Synergy to allow one keyboard and 
mouse to control both systems.  The one 
last detail, involves using a couple of split-
ters so SIG members without laptops and 
the member running the computer can see 
the presentation. 
 
The final setup will be to use two monitors 
for viewing the presentations and any other 
material, one monitor for the person run-
ning the computer to see the same mate-
rial, an “instructor's system” for displaying 
the answers, and wired and wireless net-
work access at the table for the Net-
Meeting sessions. All this and recorded 
meetings too. 
 
The Hands-on SIG is looking to move for-
ward with not only the training we do, but 
also in providing Internet accessible mate-
rial for those who can't physically make 
the meetings.  Considering the fantastic 
help from Mike Carr, DMA and OTAP, 
I'm sure the SIG will get there.

DaytonLANfest Review

I had to write this while it was still fresh in my 
mind, please excuse the spelling errors and 
grammar  because a careful first draft is a failed 
first draft.  
 
As posted for my fellow lan fanatics at lano-
hio.com fro m www.snipurl.com/1do2x 
 
Here's the recap:  
I started my Saturday with a trip to Bob Evans 
for a southwest breakfast burrito topped with 
lots of hot sauce and beans. There was a waffle 
house near by, but this lan dictated that my 
waffle train have a little fire behind it. Think, 
Jet-Powered waffle train.  
 
I got to the LAN about 11:30am, checked-in 
with no problems (took me less than 1min), and 
was set up and gaming in less than 10 mins. It 
wasn't another 15mins before clan Karma Po-

lice got me into a game of Stalker (Beta). What 
an amazing multiplayer game! It is a mix be-
tween FEAR Combat, CounterStrike, and 
Halflife Death Match. The maps are some of 
the most well done city maps I have ever had 
the pleasure of playing deathmatch in. You start 
out able to buy (like CS) a variety of weapons. 
The deathmatch is fast, furious, and highly 
dependant upon accuracy. Upon death you are 
able instantly respawn and get back into the 
hunt. As you get more kills or you die, you gain 
experience and unlock even more weapons. 
There must be well over 15 hand guns, 20 as-
sult rifles/machine guns, 4 sniper rifles, and a 
few rocket/grenade launchers. It all depends on 
how you want to play, you can be the sneaky 
sniper or the balls to the wall assult commando. 
All combos seem equally lethal to me. You can 
also customize your weapons with silencers, 
scopes, grenade launchers, ammo upgrates etc. 

The maps are an attempt at a run down city 
area, I would have to say that they cover the 
space of a real life 4-5 city blocks. The weather 
changes throughout the deathmatch. One such 
game I joined started out in a lightning storm, 
changed to fog, and ended with a partly cloudy 
day.  
 
At 438mb this game really made my day. I will 
be sure to have it at up coming lans.  
 
After an hour or two of Stalker, I was invited 
into a pickup group with the KOP (Karma Po-
lice clan) to play in the 5vs5 CoD2 tournament. 
I had just picked up this game friday on an 
impulse buy. Man do I stink at it. I spent most 
of the time being the "sniper locator". How 
does one perform such a duty for one's fellow 
soldiers?  Simple, you run out in front of the

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Are you taking a medication that has no-
ticeable side effects? If so, you’re not the 
only one. I recently read an article in 
Consumer Reports about the biggest 
complaints that patients have about their 
doctors. At least a third of the patients 
surveyed complained that doctors won’t 
discuss the side effects of medications. 
I’ve noticed that too, and the answer I get 
is that I will get used to the side effects, 
and that I need those drugs regardless. No 
compromise is discussed and the doctor 
changes the subject. My family practitio-
ner did help me get off two medications 
when I complained strongly enough and 
insisted on a substitute. 
 
I was put on Coumadin for a blood clot in 
my leg last year and my blood pressure 
started raging. My cardiologist prescribed 
two drugs, Coreg and Lisinopril for both 
the heart and the BP, which brought it 
under control. Not long after I started 
taking them though, I began having seri-
ous numbing of my toes and feet. I 
thought I might have a circulation prob-
lem in the feet (common with diabetics) 
so I went to my podiatrist who said I had 
no circulation problems and it was proba-
bly a nerve problem in the leg. 
 
I have two fri ends who had taken Lisino-
pril and got off it because of bad side 
effects, and two others who take it now 
and they say with no problems. I decided 
I wanted a replacement for Lisinopril and 
the doctor prescribed Quinapril. But the 
paper about its side effects read the same 
as the Lisinopril description; it said 
among the side effects that numbing toes, 
feet, fingers and arms could be a side 
effect so I refused to take it. Since I 
stopped taking Lisinopril (new BP medi-
cation now) the numbing in my toes is 
improved, but not gone, and I also occa-
sionally still have it in my fingers. A 
nerve conduction study recommended by 
the doctor showed nerve damage in the 
legs and arms. That nerve damage in the 
legs also affects my balance. Doctors tell 
me the diabetes caused the nerve prob-
lems, not any medication. Maybe, but a 

logical conclusion to me is that I had the 
diabetes for seven years with none of 
those problems before I was prescribed 
the Coreg and Lisinopril, and I always 
keep my blood sugar very near 100. I 
wonder i f those medications were attack-
ing my nervous system. 
 
I also developed a problem while taking 
those meds when trying to sleep. My 
head moves around, but I have little con-
trol over that when trying to sleep on my 
side. That situation has also improved 
some since getting off of the Coreg and 
Lisinopril. We’ll see how it goes; but not 
much thanks to the doctors listening to 
my complaint. My cardiologist tells me 
to “ stop playing doctor, you are not a 
doctor.” I think doctors should be better 
doctors to their patients instead of pro-
tecting drug companies. I would like to 
hear from my readers on all this. I have 
already heard from several readers in the 
past about these problems.

Robots have come a long way in the past 
85 years or so. The first “ Robot” appeared 
in a Capek play in 1920 as an artificial 
worker. The word was derived from the 
Czech  “ robota,” meaning labor. 
 
In the 1940s and '50s Asimov created the 
intelligent robot R. Daneel Olivaw, indis-
tinguishable in looks and behavior from 
humans. Asimov did not specifically equip 
his robots with computer brains since com-
puters were still thought of as fancy calcu-
lators and Artifici al Intelligence had not 
yet been defined. That happened during the 
60s, and the computer HAL 9000 in 
Clarke/Kubrick's 2001 Space Odyssey be-
came a famous example of a computer with 
an intelligent brain, seemingly capable of 
using its own free will. 
 
To this day artifici al intelligence remains 
an unresolved problem. The question re-
mains to what extent a computer will ever 
be able to simulate the workings of a bio-
logical brain. Although they are sometimes 
called elect ronic brains, computers have 
nothing in common with biological brains. 
Electronic computers are binary digital, in 
that the basic elements can only be "on" or 
"off." A biological brain is analog and its 
basic elements (synapses) can assume a 
continuous range of values. The materials 
of construction are totally different. The 
complexity of the brain is orders of magni-
tude greater than that of even the most ad-
vanced computer. And the most important 
difference lies in the way   information is 
processed. 
 
Electronic computers are literal-minded 
idiots. They need a program that tells them 
step-by-step how to do a task, and they'll 
follow their instructions in sequential or-
der. With a given input there is just one 
possible result (although not always what's 
expect ed!). A robot with such a brain is 
totally predictable – no whimsy, no learn-
ing from experi ence. It never gets bored 
either. 
 
On the other hand, the 100 billion or so 
connections in the human brain, called 
synapses, can assume many states, from off 

to fully on. They are also very highly inter-
connect ed, with some of them connected to 
as many as 10,000 others, and the state of 
each synapse depends on the states of the 
synapses it is connected to. In other words, 
the brain operates in an extremely parallel 
fashion. Every thought and every observa-
tion affects millions of the synapses in a 
process we know as learning from experi-
ence. 
 
The structure of the brain makes it a rela-
tive slowpoke in performing the straight-
forward serial operations that electronic 
computers excel in. But because it learns 
from experience the brain excels in per-
forming very complex tasks that are almost 
impossible to achieve with electronic com-
puters. I can locate my wife in the back of 
a crowded store from a glimpse of the back 
of her head. I recognize the sender of a 
letter from his handwriting. I know the 
difference between happy and sad, love 
and hate, loyalty and treachery. Try that on 
your laptop. They are tasks I know how to 
do without knowing how to provide step-
by-step computer instructions. 
 
The mode of operation of the brain has 
been emulated with electronic computers 
implementing so-called neural networks. 
The way synapses interact and modify each 
other's states has been simulated in soft-
ware modules, called neurons, combined in 
highly parallel networks. Even with a very 
limited number of neurons these systems 
achieve startling results in performing tasks 
that are almost impossible to achieve with 
traditional programming. 
 
Neural networks  are used in applications 
such as vehicle control, handwriting recog-
nition, medical diagnosis, chess games, 
facial identi fication, and email spam filter-
ing, amongst many others. Significantly, 
they are not programmed in the traditional 
way but are trained by example and experi -
ence, trial and error, similar to the way 
living beings learn. Values of the neurons 
resulting in correct answers are increased 
and values leading to incorrect answers are 
decreased. It is frustrating that there is no 
way of telling how and why the neural net-
works perform as well as they do, even 
when the number of neurons is fairly small. 

 
It is not inconceivable that someday some-
one will implement the hardware equiva-
lent of biological synapses connected in a 
3-dimensional network to simulate a bio-
logical brain. What all could we expect of a 
robot with such a brain? Given visual, 
auditory, and tactile sensors, it would al-
most certainly recognize its operators. But 
would it appreciate a good joke? Without 
the powerful stimulants of sex, greed, and 
ambition, what would motivate it, if any-
thing? We might expect it to be superior at 
logical reasoning, but could it have artistic 
creativity?  A possible Einstein, but never a 
Beethoven? 
 
Intriguingly, would it have a will of its 
own to distinguish it from the robots with a 
serial electroni c brain? It is difficult to see 
how this could be.  Free will assumes that 
there is a choice between alternatives, a 
fork in the road. Who or what is going to 
make the decision which road to take? If 
the brain's hardware determines which road 
is preferabl e, the outcome is predetermined 
and there is no free will involved. If the 
choice is made randomly the outcome is 
not predetermined, but we can't call that 
the action of a “ conscious” free will. Scien-
tists, philosophers and theologians have not 
yet agreed on what this consciousness is, or 
if it is a figment of our imagination. 
 
Humans feel certain that they can do things 
“out of their own free will,” even in the 
face of the compulsive behavior of addicts, 
repeat criminals and persistent nail biters.  
We make some important decisions over 
the years that affect us the rest of our lives. 
Choices of schooling, marriage, career, 
emigration for some of us. What is it in our 
brains that set us on the chosen courses? If 
our brains did not determine the outcome 
based on the states of its synapses, what 
was it that chose which road to follow? 
Maybe after all, we too “ain't nothing but 
robots?” 
 
Think about this next time you are tossing 
and turning in the dark. You'll be asleep in 
less than no time!
